
























































SECTION 4: POLLUTION CONTROL, MONITORING AND REPORTING

4.1 Control of Litter
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4.1.1 The deposit and handling of all incoming waste shall take place within the building so that
potential litter nuisance is kept to a minimum.

4.1.2 All loads of sorted outgoing waste shall be sheeted or netted before leaving the facility.

4.1.3 All recovered materials with potential to cause litter problems shall be sorted in enclosed
containers or bales orsheeted/netted.

4.1.4 All loose waste or loose recovered material within the facility boundary shall be collected at
least once a week.

4.1.5 Any loose waste or loose recovered material beyond the facility boundary shall be collected
within 12 hours of escape.

4.2 Dust and Particulates
•

4.2.1 The deposit and handling of all incoming waste shall take place within the building so that
potential nuisance from dust and particulates at the site boundary shall be kept to a
minimum.

4.2.2 If the deposit and handling of waste causes an ongoing significant dust problem the
building shall be fitted with a water spray system and/or roof vents with filters as agreed
with the Environment Agency.

4.2.3 Any load of waste delivered to the facility with a significant dust content, or the potential to
cause a significant dust nuisance when handled shall be sprayed with water on deposit.

4.2.4 All sorted outgoing waste with potential tocause dust nuisance shall be loaded into
enclosed containers or sheeted trailers/wagons before leaving the building.

4.2.5 All recovered materials with potential to cause dust nuisance shall be stored in enclosed
containers or adequately sheeted.

4.2.6 The maximum permitted concentration of airborne dust, fibres, or particulates at the site
boundary arising from activities within the facility and method of monitoring shall be
agreed with the Environment Agency prior to commencement of operations of the facility.

4.2.7 Whenever the visual concentration of dust exceeds the permitted levels, the source of the
dust problem shall be identified forthwith and immediate action taken, including spraying
with water, sheeting or other method of containment, to minimise the risk of
nuisance/pollution beyond the site boundary.

4.3 Odours

4.3.1 The deposit and handling of all incoming waste shall take place within the building so that
potential nuisance from bad odours at the site boundary shall be kept to a minimum.

4.3.2. Where waste is found on deposit or during sorting to contain material which is malodorous
orli;kel,to become malodorous within the maximum 4 days storage period the material
shall b~ removed immediately and place in an enclosed container located in the quarantine

area within the building where it shall be stored for a maximum 48 hours prior to removal
from the facility for disposal.

4.3.3 If the deposit and handling of waste causes frequent significant odour problems within the
building, the building shall be fitted with water/scent sprays and / or roof vents with filters
as agreed with the Environment Agency.

4.4 Mud and Debris

4.4.1 Vehicle wheels shall be inspected before vehicles leave the facility. If excess mud or debris
is present then the vehicle shall use the existing wheel wash before leaving the site.

4.4.2 If mud and/or debris is inadvertently picked up and carried from the site and deposited on
the public highway it shall be cleared within 12 hours of deposit.

4.5 Leaks and Spillage's

4.5.1 Any potentially polluting leak or spillage occurring during the operation of the facility shall
be treated as an emergency and shall be dealt with in accordance with Aka's Emergency
Procedures dated 16 February 2000 (copy appended).

4.5.2 All Vehicles, plant and equipment used within the facility shall be operated and maintained
so as to minimise the possible occurrence of a potentially polluting leak or spillage.

4.5.3 Any spillage or leak onto, or wash water from, the concrete floor within the building shall
be discharged to the storage tank via a sealed drainage system as shown on drawing no.
L115/3 dated May 1999.

4.6 Noise

4.6.1 The control of noise is covered by condition 10 of planning permission referenceno.
2/95/9015 which states /IAll plant, machinery and vehicles used on site shall be effectively
silenced at all times in accordance. with the manufacturers recommendations (to safeguard
local amenity by ensuring that the noise generated in their operation is minimised and so
does not constitute a nuisance outside the boundaries of the site).

4.7 Fire

4.7.1 A fire within the facility shall be treated as an emergency and shall be dealt with in
accordance with Alec's Emergency Procedures dates 16 February 2000 (copy appended)

4.8 Pests

In the event of infestation, a suitably qualified person or company shall be called in within
48 hours to carry out the control and elimination of pests.

PURPOSE

This procedure describes how Emergency evacuation of personnel will be carried out at Lillyhall in
the event of any emergency detailed in the Emergency Procedures and requiring evacuation

SCOPE

This procedure applies to all areas and facilities of the Lillyhall site when evacuation orders are
received from the emergency control centre.

PROCEDURE

In the event of an emergency arising at the Lillyhall site and subsequent orders to evacuate an area
or building the following instructions must be carried out immediately.

a) The person in charge (supervisor, facility manager etc.) will alert all personnel in the area
or building as to the need to evacuate using fire alarm or by personally raising the alarm. [

b) That person will check that all personnel have left the area or building in an orderly fashion
and that no person remains, provided that he can do so without endangering himself or
others.

Thatperson will brief the weighbridge operator who willensure no traffic enters the site
and will inform by radio,' or telephone all operational staff and contractors in the danger
area or any area that may be affectedand inform them of the evacuation.

All personnel will muster in the Dixon House car park, or in any safe area designated by
the facility manager or HSE Manager. The Danger area will be cordoned off to prevent any
unauthorised personnel re-entering the area.
All personnel once in the Dixon House car park or designated safe area will reportto their
supervisor or manager to allow him to document the fact that they are clear and safe.

Immediate decisions will be made by the emergency control personnel as to the safety of
all personnel and the need to inform emergency services.

The All Clear to return to work will be given either by the HSE Manager, Facility Manager
or Supervisor or by representatives of the Emergency Services once it has been deemed
safe to do so.

DRILLS

This procedure will be tested at intervals. The HSE Manager is responsible for organising the tests
of the evacuation procedure.

Records will be kept of the date of the drills and the number of people evacuated with any
evacuation failures, and the time taken for all people to evacuate.
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PURPOSE

This procedure describes how Emergencies will be responded to at the Lillyhall site and describes
the communication route both within the company and externally.

SCOPE

This procedure applies to all emergency conditions that could arise at Aleo's Lillyhall site.

PROCEDURE
